Adam was created first. A human being. Perfect.
Complete. And totally self-sufficient. Adam - which
means “human” - was both male and female. Then, G-d
said, “It is not good for a human being to be so self-
sufficient. I have created human beings as social
creatures; they need to need each other and to be
sustained by each other.
